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SCHOLARSHIP

This yearly scholarship established in 1985 by the New London County Farm and Home Bureau, Inc. (NLCFB) pays as much as $2,000.00 per year, with a maximum award of $1,000.00 per awardee, per year.  NLCFB encourages high school graduating seniors or presently enrolled students in a higher education plan of study continuing his/her education at an accredited college, to apply. Scholarships will be awarded in the amount of $1,000.00 for each applicant/s who best meets the established criteria.  No awardees may receive this scholarship for more than two years. Recipient/s will be determined at the discretion of the Scholarship Review Committee.
Eligibility Requirements and Guidelines:

1. Applicants must be a son and/or daughter of a New London County Farm Bureau family holding membership for the past two years in the Connecticut Farm Bureau Organization.

2. Two letters of recommendation, the writers to be other than family members, must accompany application.

3. Applicants must provide an official high school / college transcript at date of application or grade point average to date if presently enrolled in college.

4. A letter should be attached stating applicant’s career plans and goals, and why he/she should be awarded this scholarship.

5. A letter of support should be included from school principal, guidance counselor or faculty adviser.

6. A personal interview may be required.

7. Preferential selection will be granted to those pursuing agriculture, agricultural-related or aquaculture-related studies.
8. The completed application with all required materials must be returned by June 30th, of the current year, to the New London County Farm and Home Bureau, Inc., at P.O. Box 0291 Bozrah, CT 06334.

9. The winner/s will be notified in the autumn of the current year.                .

10. A check in the name of the winning candidate/s will be sent directly to the college of choice to apply to second semester charges.
Criteria:

1. Scholastic ability

2. Leadership

3. Civic involvement

4. Extracurricular activity

5. Financial need
