Fairfield County 4-H award applications provide an opportunity for 4-H members to apply for recognition for various activities completed in 4-H throughout the current 4-H year. 

The 4-H year runs from October 1st to September 31st.

[bookmark: _Toc196843673]Youth Member
· Fairfield County 4-H Awards 
* Denotes leader nomination accepted.
· Super 4-Her – Available to any 4-Her. Must complete five mandatory requirements plus ten electives.

· Spirit* – Any youth that has been in 4-H from one to three years who exemplifies the spirit of 4-H. 

· I Can Make a Difference - Recognition of individuals who complete a specified number of volunteer hours.

· Helping Hand – Recognition of individuals or groups who organize, conduct, and evaluate community service projects and activities that benefit their community.

· Community Service Award – Community service projects and activities that benefit their community, but 4-Her’s do not have to participate in the planning evaluation and implementation of the project.

· Good Character Does Count* - Recognition of youth who exhibit qualities such as honesty, fairness, integrity throughout the year. 
Changes 2026: Youth category only. Adult awards are now recognized through UConn 4-H Volunteer Award Nominations.

· Promotion - The purpose of this award is to encourage groups or individuals to promote 4-H through their club activities.

· Activity Scholarship – Available to any 4-Her for various activities: Ignite by 4-H, National 4-H Congress, National 4-H Conference, project area regional and national events, and 4-H Camp among others. Financial need is not a criterion.

· Clover Award* – Recognition of 4-Hers in school or after school programs. 

· Participation Certificates*– Members who participate in Fairfield County activities will receive a certificate of participation. New Award Category in 2026.

· Project Area Record Book Awards
Members submitting a project record in addition to an annual record are eligible for corresponding project area award and pin. Applicants earning this award more than once will receive a number chain to accompany the original project area pin. 

New 2026: This award area replaces county medal award applications and encourages complete record book submission. 

· Scholarships 
· Fairfield County 4-H Development Committee College Scholarship – Awarded based on total involvement in 4-H. Must submit complete record book with application. Leader recommendation required. Awards up to $1,000. 

· Association of Connecticut Fairs Scholarship – Members of the Fairfield County 4-H Fair Board are eligible to apply for this award. Must be a high school senior or current college student.

· UConn 4-H Recognition Award Application
· National 4-H Conference 
· Ignite by 4-H (now includes Citizenship Washington Focus, in addition to other STEM pathways)
· National 4-H Congress

Purpose: This award is to encourage individual 4-Hers to participate in projects and activities that benefit their community

Criteria: Individual youth must complete a specified number of volunteer hours at any non
4-H, not for profit organizations or agencies. Examples include nursing homes, hospitals, or social service agencies. Youth can volunteer in as many places as they want, if they end the year with the specified number of hours. Volunteer supervisors need to sign the form each time. 

Youth must make a short presentation about their volunteer experience to their club. 

Clovers (7-8 years) must volunteer 4 hours; juniors (9-12 years) must volunteer 8 hours; and seniors (13-19 years) must volunteer 15 hours. 

Activities that will not count toward this award include activities done for family members, community service projects done as club projects, volunteering at various 4-H events or group projects at Eastern States. Please email the 4-H office if you have questions about your activity.

[bookmark: _Toc196843686]Award: Good Character Does Count
 
Purpose: The purpose of this award is to recognize youth who demonstrate outstanding character in a consistent manner. This is a special award. Good character is a quality that we try to instill in our members. This award formally recognizes those youth who exemplify these qualities.

Criteria: Award participants will be people, who for the most part, listen without judgment, are willing to stand up for others even when it is unpopular, shows compassion, in their own way challenges others to be their best, keeps confidences and does not spread rumors.

To receive this award, nominees must have demonstrated 4 of the 6 Pillars of Character:
1. Respect: Listens to others, appreciates differences, can state opinions without denigrating those of others
2. Citizenship: Observes rules, does their fair share and is respectful of authority.
3. Caring: Takes time to extend themselves to others, acknowledges the feelings of others, treats everyone fairly without regard for their gain or loss of social standing.
4. Trustworthiness: Is truthful, sincere, and honest, stands up for their beliefs, doesn’t spread rumors, returns what is borrowed, keeps promises.
5. Justice/Fairness: Treats everyone with equal respect/fairness, doesn’t take advantage of other’s mistakes or shortcomings, takes only their fair share, and waits for their turn.
6. Responsibility: Thinks before acting, accepts consequences of decisions (no excuses), tries hard and doesn’t quit.

4-Her’s cannot receive a Spirit Award and a Good Character award in the same year. People may only receive this award once. 

Who can apply: Any enrolled individual who has meets the qualifications may be nominated.

There are two ways people can be nominated:
· Club Nomination: Up to 3 members can be nominated per club by the leader. The leader may solicit nominations by members.
· Independent Members: Independent members must have a non-related adult sign the application form.

Who can apply: Any enrolled 4-H member who has completed the requirements. Applications due to the 4-H office by 3/7/26.
